Term 1 Course Outline  

 
 

This course is an introduction to Technology for year 7 students. Students will develop their knowledge 
using a range of manual and some powered equipment. Students will make an electronic Moisture tester 
in a wood case. This project is an excellent platform for teaching a rich array of information related to 
materials and processes used in its fabrication. Successful completion of projects in this unit requires the 
application of effective facilitating skills such as good communication, time management and 
organizational ability. Projects are structured to maximize technical learning while allowing for some 
creative design input by the student.
